ery Grant in 2016.

2016: Easement Deliver Grant: Status reviews were completed for 27
RIM/CREP contracts per BWSR list. All documentation was completed in
the landowner files, letters were sent to the landowners and the report
submitted to BWSR. New maps were created for 25 CREP and 18 RIM
contracts. Transferred ownership changes on five contracts plus two that
are in progress which includes updating addresses, acquiring a deed
showing new ownership, explaining the program to the new owners, and
a site visit if needed. 112 hours staff time in 2016 was divided among
FY2015 (15.3 hrs.), FY2016 (43.3 hrs.), and FY2017 (32.5 hrs. from
8/17/16 to 12/31/16 ) so not all staff hours were covered with the ease-
ment grant funds.
